OUT OF BOUNDS (RULE27-1) 

a) Beyond any fence, white stakes or hedge bordering the course. 
b) The car park and all tarmac areas surrounding the clubhouse.
c) On or beyond the entrance road. 
d) Any part of the adjoining main course, designated by white posts. 

IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS (Rule 24-2) 

The following are immovable obstructions from which relief may be 
taken without penalty: 
a) All artificially surfaced paths and tee bases. 
b) Fixed sprinkler heads within two club lengths of a putting green, 
when the ball lies within two club lengths of a sprinkler head. 
c) Irrigation boxes. 
d) All staked trees - relief MUST be taken. 

MOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS (Rule 24-1) 

Stones in bunkers may be moved without 
penalty. 

GROUND UNDER REPAIR (Rule 25) 

Relief must be taken without penalty when a ball lies within an area 
marked ground under repair.
